Featuring miniature worlds, journeys through space and time, and photographs that come to life, this is an exhibition of artworks that you can touch, walk on, and play with; art like you’ve never experienced before.

Inspired by twisted realities such as Alice in Wonderland and Being John Malkovich, Experimenta Vanishing Point will transport you to fantastic wonderlands by shifting your perspective on the world around you. The exhibition showcases the work of Australian and international digital media artists, filmmakers, scientists, video artists, animators, and sound artists working at the forefront of new media art.

The Hobart exhibition will feature audience favourites such as I Parking and III Crossing (June Bum Park, South Korea), video works in which a car park and a traffic intersection are transformed into play worlds for a giant’s hands; Pedestrian (Shelley Eshkar and Paul Kaiser, USA), a video work projected onto a pavement depicting a miniature world where the inhabitants mimick our own daily movements; and The Shy Picture (David MacLeod and Narinda Reeders) which appears to be a small photograph hanging quietly on the gallery wall, but gets stage fright if anyone attempts to approach it.

Following the Hobart exhibition, Experimenta Vanishing Point will travel to Devonport, Darwin, Newcastle, Perth, Adelaide, and Ipswich. Don’t miss this inspiring exhibition of artworks that explore the extraordinary moments hidden within the fabric of our everyday lives.
